Should student enroliment not be reached, or be maintained at expected
levels, staff reductions may be necessary. Possible reductions will be based on the agreement with the
Philadelphia Federation of Teachers in accordance with program seniority then system seniority with
deference to certification areas needed to staff course offerings.
